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Accessing the 
Akashic records

There are a number of ways that you can 
access your records. Two of these are:

• �See a practitioner who can access them.  
They should ask why you want to 
access this information as not everyone 
is ready to hear what will be conveyed 
to them. Then if a psychic reading is 
preferred they should direct you to that.

• �Access the records yourself.  
This can be done by seeing a trained 
practitioner who will run through the 
method to do this. But be aware that 
it may take many attempts to access 
them.

Accessing your Akashic records is a very 
serious undertaking and not to be taken 
lightly. If you don’t have the right intent the 
keepers of the records will not grant access 
to them. That being said, many people have 
had life changing experiences by taking this 
step. Knowing your soul’s path and ultimate 
destiny can be truly enlightening.
